You	should	fly	to	Ronald	Reagan	National	Airport	(DCA),	because	it	is	the	most	convenient	
to	the	4-H	Center,	but	we	will	also	pick	up	students	at	Washington	Dulles	International	
Airport	(IAD).	We	do	not	provide	a	shuttle	from	the	Baltimore-Washington	International	
Airport	(BWI),	as	that	airport	is	located	a	substantial	distance	from	the	4-H	Center	and	we	
are	limited	in	the	staff	we	can	allocate	to	airport	pick-up	and	drop-off.		Students	arriving	
at	BWI	will	be	responsible	for	making	their	own	arrangements	for	getting	to	the	
National	4-H	Center.	
	
How	will	students	get	to	and	from	the	airport	and	the	conference?	
	
Students	will	be	picked	up	by	a	Young	America’s	Foundation	staff	member	(with	a	sign)	at	
the	baggage	claim	(#3	for	IAD	and	#1	for	Reagan)	and	will	be	taken	in	a	shuttle	bus	to	the	
4-H	Center.
